This module deals with the observance of rituals, morals and social
legislation in Islam, mainly derived from the prominent schools
(madhhab) of Figh within Sunni Islam.

The lexical root of theArabic word tasawwufis commonly traced to
safa(p¥b), which in Arabic means "purity". Shaykh Muhammad Amin
Al-Kurdi, a renowned Islamic scholar, explained thatasawwuf is a
knowledge through which one knows the states of théduman soul,
praiseworthy or blameworthy, how to purify it from the
blameworthy and ennoble it by acquiring the praiseworthy, and to
journey and proceed to Allah Most High, fleeing unto Him. The way
of tasawwuf is based on five principles: having godfeanigness
privately and publicly, living according to the Sunna in word and
deed, indifference to whether others accept or reject one, satisfaction
with Allah Most High in dearth and plenty, and returning to Allah in
happiness or affliction.

The course is basically dedicated to the Arabic
alphabet as it covers the 28 letters of the ‘Arabic language, their
pronunciation, vocalization, positions in the beginning, middle and
the end of the word. Participants will learn how to read the complete
Arabic alphabet, differentiate between letters and sounds and
connect letters to make words. In the process, participants will
acquire some basic vocabulary, develop oradural skills and learn the
sounds of the Arabic language through script and simple dialogue
work.  The course will also familiarise $udents in simple
conversations.
